Course Description
Advanced Web Development Course. Basic SQL and Multi-language programming aspects to
include controlling structures, object oriented design, and creation and implementation of a
strong web application. This course will cover CSS, Forms, JavaScript, SQL, Web Architectures,
Programming language fundamentals and other topics as needed for the development of
database driven Web-based applications.

Course Schedule
The first half of the semester will be used demonstrate fundamentals and techniques of web
development, programming aspects, and database communication utilizing a variety of class
examples and walkthroughs.
